Every year, the UMW raises money through the annual

through its sales. Since September 2016, UMW has 
raised nearly $16,500. With that money, they have giv-
en to missions and ministries locally, such as SOS, An-
gel Tree, Faith House, and the Matthew 25:40 Fund, and 
elsewhere; among those are the Methodist Children’s 
Home, Camp Aldersgate, and Cookson Hills. 
 
The UMW has mission coordinators who take care of 
various needs of our church, such as bereavement 
meals, Senior Sunday and Confirmation Sunday break-
fasts, as well as many other services within the church 
and in outreach missions. 
 
The UMW will resume their monthly circle meetings in 
September. The night circle meets at 7:00 the second 
Tuesday of each month, while the afternoon circle 
meets at 2:00 on the third Monday of each month. Each 
meeting includes a short devotional and program and 
ends with a time of fellowship. They invite and encour-
age the women of the church to attend a meeting this 
month, either on September 12 at 7:00 or September 
18 at 2:00, as they begin a new year of service.

FUMC Sheridan supports the backpack food program at 
Sheridan Elementary School. Last year we served ap-
proximately 65 students a week; each received a back-
pack of food for the weekend. Food goes home with 
the child on Friday, and we put about 22 servings, 
equal to seven meals, in each backpack. That's over 
15,000 meals served in one school year at SES! Most of 
these 65 students would have little or NO food on the 
weekends. To support this outreach of FUMC, mark 
your envelope Backpacks.

Our church will be conducting our third six-week Cook-
ing Matters class every Thursday from 6:00-8:00 p.m., 
September 21 until October 26, in the Fellowship Hall 
and kitchen.

I had the privilege of attending the Arkansas Confer-
ence Mission U on the campus of the University of the 
Ozarks in Clarksville July 26-29.  It was an awesome ex-
perience, one that I hope to repeat next year. 
 
All attendees participated in the spiritual growth study, 
“Living as a Covenant Community,” and could select 
one of two choice studies: “Climate Justice: A Call to 
Hope and Action” or “The Missionary Conferences of 
the United Methodist Church.” The studies were done 
in small groups with lots of participation and discus-
sion, and, yes, even some homework. There were also 
three plenary (worship) sessions, one on covenantal 
community, one on missionary conferences, and one 
on climate justice. The music was great, and we 
learned and sang songs in various languages to accom-
pany the theme of the plenary. 
 
I think that very few of us think of our church as a cov-
enant community, but we are. A covenant community 
is complex and is characterized by faith, trust, doubt, 
obedience, and the constant struggle to be the cove-
nant partner that God intended. In this study, we dis-
cussed the major covenants throughout the Bible and 
what they reveal about God’s character and eternal 
love for us. We discussed God’s covenant activity in 
three ways: 
 

1. God as the covenant maker who initiates, out of 
love, a relationship with humanity; 
2. God as the covenant keeper who never turns 
away from the covenant people no matter how of-
ten they stray from faithfulness; and 
3. God  as the covenant equipper who provides 
the guidance that the covenant community needs 
in order to live as God’s people and take responsi-
bility for the whole of God’s creation and just rela-
tionships with our neighbors. 
 

“Climate Justice: A Call to Hope and Action” was ap-
proached from the standpoint that everything in na-
ture is connected by design and dependent on God as 
the source of life.  Climate justice mobilizes citizens, 
scientists, activists, and the poor to challenge policy 
makers and corporations to invest in clean energy and 
eliminate waste.  Climate justice focuses on transform-
ing every person into a steward of the earth’s re-
sources.  We are created in the image of God and serve 
as God’s caretakers of creation. 

Theologian Sallie McFague writes about new house 
rules for us to live by; she refers to them as God’s 
House Rules.  If the whole of creation is God’s house, 
then we should abide by God’s house rules: 
 

1. Take only your share. 
2. Clean up after yourselves. 
3. Keep the house in good repair. 
 

Climate justice means setting right our relationships 
with each other and the earth. 
 
I am hopeful that next year we can have a group from 
Sheridan  attend Mission U, which is also available for 
students with classes for pre-K–K, grades 1–3 and 4–6, 
junior high youth, and senior high youth.  Mission U 
2018 will be July 25-28.  Mark your calendars now, and 
save the date!
